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1.

Election of Transportation Policy Committee (TPC) Chair and Vice-Chair. Per the Cooperative Transportation
Planning and Programming Agreement, a Chair and Vice-Chair shall be chosen by representatives of the TPC at
the first meeting in odd numbered years and shall reside from each state portion. Mayor Matson and Mayor Thoms
were willing to continue in their positions. Mr. Brunch motioned to elect Mayor Matson as Chair, and it was
seconded by Ms. Dickson. The motion carried. Mayor Gallagher motioned to elect Mayor Thoms as Vice-Chair,
which was seconded by Mayor Freeman. The motion carried.

Approval of Minutes of the November 29, 2022 Transportation Policy Committee (TTC) Meeting. Mayor Matson
requested a motion for approval of the November 29, 2022 minutes of the Transportation Policy Committee.
Mayor Gallagher motioned to approve the minutes as written. Mr. Dunn seconded, and the motion carried.

Update on I-74 Mississippi River Corridor Reconstruction. An I-74 Team Representative was unable to attend.
Ms. McCullough conveyed the following provided by the team:

All of the concrete deck (pavement) has been removed over the river.

e The contractor is also working on removal of concrete pavement on the structure in Bettendorf.
The contractor has removed the steel on the lowa bound span from the Moline bank to over the island in the
slough.

e The contractor has removed a portion of the Illinois bound steel in the slough up to the island.
The contractor will continue to remove steel in areas except for the suspension spans for now.

e The contractor will begin to prepare the suspension spans for removal soon with removal to start later this
spring.

e The removal of the towers and suspension cables will occur this summer.

e Approximately 30% of the steel has been removed (over 4 million pounds).
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e The Riverfront Trail will be closed with a detour provided at various times during demolition.

4. Consideration of Revision to FFY2023-2026 Transportation Improvement Program. Ms. McCullough directed the
Committee to the agenda packet to four amendments submitted by the City of Bettendorf (1), Illinois Department
of Transportation (1), CitiBus (1) and MetroLINK (1). Requests for amendments included: IL-23-25 a new project
on 1-74 over Shaefer Creek; BE-21-01 adding back funding not carried forward with the ROW/PE project that was
split in FFY2020; CB-23-09 from CitiBus to add automated vehicle locator software to the TIP using $148,238 in
Federal Transit Administration Section 5339 funds; and ML-21-20 from MetroLINK to move the project from
FFY2021 to FFY2023, and increase the federal share from $1.4 million to $1,996,901 or 100% funded. Mayor
Gallagher motioned to approve these requests for amendment of the FFY2023-2026 TIP to the Transportation
Policy Committee. Mr. Dunn seconded the motion, and it carried. Ms. McCullough also noted administrative
modifications including three from Illinois Department of Transportation involving advanced construction for IL-
22-18, 1L-23-05, and IL-23-19. There were two from Moline that were considered a technical correction where
CRRSAA funds from COVID relief were approved in June 2021, but not edited into the TIP document. This
applied to MO-23-01 and M0O-23-02. Lastly, MetroLINK’s ML-23-10 was shown to note the use of transit
development credits. A copy of the TIP amendments and administrative modifications approved at the meeting is
attached at the end of the minutes.

5. Consideration of Traffic Safety Performance Measures Targets. Ms. McCullough directed the Policy Committee
to a draft memo on the State of Illinois and State of Towa’s adopted safety targets. As in past years, the
recommendation is to concur with the respective state targets for reducing fatalities and serious injuries, and work
locally to reduce crashes that contribute to the state totals. Ms. McCullough noted that she was working with the
Illinois DOT on receipt of the updated baseline five-year rolling average for non-motorized fatalities and serious
injuries, but that the target was correct. The targets presented were as follows:

Mr. Dunn motioned to approve concurrence with the respective states” 2029-2023 traffic safety targets as
presented. Mayor Freeman seconded the motion, and it carried.

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6. Report on Carbon Reduction Program. Ms. McCullough provided an overview of the federal Carbon Reduction
Program (CRP) as part of the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act. The new program’s intent is to reduce
carbon dioxide (CO-) emission from transportation sources. The program requires 20% match and will be
apportioned to states to suballocate by population with 65% going to areas with populations over 5,000, and the
remaining 35% to be used anywhere in the state. Each state is required to complete a Carbon Reduction Strategy
by November 15, 2023. Eligible strategies include the following, which would require before/after analysis of
emission reductions: traffic monitoring and control; pedestrian, bike, and non-motorized facilities; congestion
management and Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS); energy efficient street and traffic lights; public transit;
diesel engine retrofits; advanced truck stop electrification; deployment of alternative fuel vehicles and
infrastructure; and reduction of freight impacts on communities and the environment. Similar to Surface
Transportation Block Grant (STBG) or Transportation Alternative Set-Aside (TASA) funds, the MPO will receive
allocations for the lowa and Illinois Quad Cities to distribute through a locally competitive process. FFY2022
targets for the Quad Cities were $483,798 in lowa and $301,248 in Illinois. Staff will be looking at the lowa Clean
Air Attainment Program as a model for evaluation of projects, and anticipate a solicitation in late summer/early
fall.

7. Public Comments. There were no public comments.

8. Other Business. Mayor Matson noted items shown on the agenda as the only other business.

Ms. McCullough noted that there will be funding through the National Electric Vehicle Infrastructure (NEVI)
Program, and that both DOTSs are determining how it will roll out. In lowa, details of the program should be out in
March or April, and an application and guidance will be in late summer. She also noted that the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency is re-evaluating the air pollution standards for fine particulates (PM2.5), and as
more information on its decision to revise the primary annual PM2.5 standard will be shared as it is known. Ms.
McCullough mentioned that the Safe Streets and Roads for All (SS4A) is expected to be announced in early 2023,
and the next round will open in the spring. Bi-State staff submitted a SS4A application to develop a traffic safety
action plan for the Quad Cities MPO and Muscatine and Kewanee.

9. Adjournment: Mayor Freeman motioned to adjourn, seconded by Mayor Gallagher. The meeting adjourned at
12:30 p.m.
